HOMEWORK POLICY

Rationale

An important aspect of primary education is the active part parents can play in their children’s learning.  At Danegrove, we wish to work in partnership with parents, and this philosophy can be encouraged by children continuing their work at home when appropriate.

Objectives

· To develop an effective partnership between the School and parents and other carers in pursuing the aim of the School.

· To consolidate and reinforce skills and understanding, particularly in literacy and numeracy.

· To give pupils the opportunity to continue their learning at home (ie, learning is not just something which takes place in school).

· To encourage pupils as they get older, to develop the confidence and self discipline needed to study on their own and prepare them for the requirements of secondary school.
