MARKING AND FEEDBACK POLICY

Rationale

We believe feedback and marking should be constructive for every child, focusing on success and suggesting improvements linked to learning objectives; enabling children to become reflective learners and helping them to close the gap between current and desired performance.

Aims

Marking and feedback should:

· Be manageable for teacher

· Relate to learning objectives, which need to be shared with children

· Involve all adults working with children in the classroom

· Give children opportunities to become aware of and reflect on their learning needs

· Give recognition and appropriate praise for achievement

· Be diagnostic and give clear strategies for improvement

· Allow specific time for children to read, reflect and respond to marking

· Involve the same process (whether oral or written) for all children to ensure equality across subjects and abilities

· Take an encouraging approach within the context of marking towards the learning objective

· Inform future planning and individual target setting

· Be accessible to children

· Use consistent codes throughout the school

· Ultimately be seen by children as positive in improving their learning

· Encourage and teach children to self-mark wherever possible
