MOVIGN AND HANDLING


Developing fine motor skills – sprinkle pictures, dough gym, using tweezers, picking up small objects, writing without pencils e.g. using sticks, fingers etc, finger painting, small world play, construction sets and using a range of tools, e.g. digging with spades, woodwork, hole punches, scissors, glue sticks, messy materials, dough equipment etc 


Gross motor activities involving the shoulder, wrist and finger movements e.g. streamers, digging, climbing


Experimenting with different ways of moving e.g. running, jumping, hopping, skipping, slithering, rolling, walking. Learning to stop and start and using space avoiding obstacles.  Learning how to use the outside equipment – what can our bodies do on it?


Health and Self Care


How to use equipment safely inside and outside e.g. how to hold scissors, stack chairs, hole punches etc


Talk about why we have our snack area. Why is it important to have our fruit and milk and to wash our hands before eating

Introduce Danegrove School Rules


Friendship groups encouraging children to play in a range of different groups/collaborative games


Teach children to use and care for materials and encourage them to do this independently

Explore stories about caring for each other/Sensible superhero play

Characteristics of Learning








Daily reading – Please hear your child say their sounds or read their reading book to you for a few minutes each day. Also PLEASE, PLEASE read stories to your child and talk about them together every day.  This is the best way to help your child with reading and writing.





A Home Learning Booklet will be sent out at the start of the term. This contains a range of activities that you can do at home with your child, as well as some useful hints and tips to help with their numeracy and literacy learning.  





Homework





Explores colour and how colours can be changed – in paint, mixing water, layering tissue paper, combining different coloured malleable materials 


Introduction to painting and collage area/expectations


Drawing skills using lines and shapes both on a small and large scale and to use lines to enclose a space, and then begin to use these shapes to represent objects 


 Crayon/Felt pen skills


Learning to use a range of tools and their purpose/materials including how to use glue and glue spreaders


Investigating mark making – tools and surfaces


Plays alongside other children who are engaged in the same role play theme.


Weekly singing and music and dance sessions/ ring games/begins to move with rhythm /Imitates movement in response to music


Taps out simple repeated rhythms/explores how sounds can be changed –fast/slow and loud/quiet in lots of ways e.g. listening to music and being able to say which is which, by responding through movement, by painting/drawing fast/slow lines


To be able to describe the texture of things – explore opposites and  making pictures using a variety of textures 


Using a variety of construction sets to learn how to stack blocks vertically and horizontally/making enclosures and creating spaces and to learn to balance their models





Number


Recognise some numerals of personal significance their age, house number, telephone, siblings’ age etc/display of front doors to use in number activities e.g. how many doors are red, blue etc? How many doors have a 1, 2 on etc


Shows an interest in numerals in the environment e.g. bus numbers, numbers on signs, in shops etc


Numicon - introduce and learn to recognise the different shapes.  


Begin to develop a repertoire of number rhymes/songs – Number rhymes to be used in all areas of learning/classroom


Recognises, recites orders and counts objects to 10 and beyond /selects the correct numeral to represent 1 to 10 objects.


Looking for differences between a range of objects/estimates how many objects they can see and checks by counting them.


Shape, Space and Measures


To discuss shapes using the appropriate vocabulary e.g. shape names and words such as ‘round’ ‘tall’ when using construction or pattern making. Uses familiar objects and common shapes to create and recreate patterns and build models/shows interest in shapes in the environment.


Orders two or three items by height or capacity


Pattern and colour – sorting by colour, making a range of patterns and repeating patterns

Remembers and talks about significant events in their own lives


Recognises and describes special times or events

PHONICS 


Sound/visual discrimination games/rhythm/ rhyme games/alliteration/body sounds Learning a range of Nursery Rhymes by heart/Nursery Rhyme challenge/Introduce phonics


READING 


Retelling stories through pictures, puppets, small world layouts, actions, music, role-play, story maps 


Encourage the children to join in with the repeated refrains in the stories


Support the children in starting to talk about what they think will happen in the story


Reading signs and labels around the room.  Recognising signs in the environment e.g. shop signs, road signs, logos etc  Making our own signs for class, outside, roadway etc


Book handling skills and how to follow the print.


Introducing non-fiction books about topics of interest to the children.  How are they different from story books?  Discuss other ways of finding information e.g. computers


WRITING – BIG FOCUS – To develop confidence in all types of mark-making and writing activities


Adding labels and captions to their creations of all kinds/classroom signs/outside


Books, stories, speech bubbles based on core books 


Writing messages, letters, notes and in role play situations


 Writing and recognising names - Making name cards, door hangers, name plaques etc
